RefWorks, a citation manager, 

allows you to import citations 

from Google Scholar and create 

a bibliography.

To allow for import into RefWorks, 

you will need to change your 

Scholar preferences.  Click on 

ά{cholar preferencesέ to the right of 

the search box.
